C.AN Tenerife. Estd previsto, y asi se gestiona, la creacién a ni-
vel regional de ambas que, mientras, actGan separadamente pero
con un mismo fin idealistico y de vital necesidad futuristica: la
Defensa de la Naturaleza Canaria,

AS.C.AN,, fundacién urgida por la situacién alarmante de
la Naturaleza Canaria, trata de proteger y conservar los elemen-
tos autoctonos de la flora y fauna del Archipiélago. Asimismo, se
propone la conservacion de construcciones y paisajes tipicos, la
restauracion de tales unidades dafiadas, la creacién de Parques
Nacionales y Areas o Zonas Protegidas y, como meta generaliza-
dora, todo lo que directa o indirectamente se relacione con las
peculiaridades y vivencias canarias.

A.S.C.AN. figura como 6rgano consultivo honorario no so-
lamente de Corporaciones locales (Cabildos, Ayuntamientos, etc.),
sino que estd a la disposicién de todos. Cualquier nueva idea, re-
ferencia y hasta critica serd debidamente revisada y reconocida.

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Johannes Lid 1886 - 1971

On September 29, 1971 the message came that First Curator
Emeritus Johannes Lid had passed away, at an age of 85 years.
With him Norwegian botany has lost one of its most keen and able
workers, and the message will cause sad feelings also among his
many friends and collegues in other parts of the world, in Europe,
North America, and here in the Canary Islands as well.

Johannes Lid was born January 11, 1886 in Voss, Central
South Norway. In 1924 he attained his “Cand. real.” degree from
the University of Oslo, with a thesis on the bryophyte genus
Sphagnum. From 1919 to 1956 he was Curator at the Botanical
Museum, University of Oslo; in 1951 he became First Curator at
the same museum.

His main interest and main field of work became the vas-
cular flora of Norway, with special emphasis on the mountain
flora. He is the author of the most utilized handbook of the
Norwegian flora, a book that has been brilliantly illustrated by
his wife. Outside of Scandinavia he has especially worked with
the flora of various Arctic regions, particularly Spitshergen, Jan
Mayen, Novaya Zemlya, Iceland, and Greenland, to a great extent
based upon experience gathered during his own travels, In 1954
he started his work in the Canary Islands, thus continuing the
traditions from his compatriot Christen Smith 150 years earlier.
Tn due time his work on the islands’ vascular flora led to the
publication of his “Contributions to the flora of the Canary
Islands” (1968). In this important work he gave a wealth of distrib-
ution data from =all seven islands, based upon exhaustive field
work and a careful and critical examination of the collected
material.

Johannes Lid was a member of several national and intern-
ational scientific associations, including the Norwegian Academy
of Sciences in Oslo. He was the first President of the Norwegian
Botanical Association from its start in 1935, to 1941. The journal
“Blyttia” of this association published in 1966 a special homage
volume dedicated to Lid, where among others the endemic shrub
Solanum lidii was described from Gran Canaria.

With the death of Johannes Lid, Norwegian, Arctic, and
Canarian botany have suffered a severe loss. His collegues and

friends will miss him as a skilful botanist and scientist, but even
more as a faithful friend.
