Originating from Nigeria, Earsnot lived most of his
unhappy life in New York City. His unsatisfying childhood was
experienced throughout all of the five boroughs. Seeing as how
his extremely dysfunctional parents couldn't get along with any
of the landlords or their neighbors, Earsnot was forced to travel
from community to community with them.

Attempting to overcome an overwhelming feeling of
unacceptance, Earsnot quickly picked up graffiti. This, coupled
with his slight shoplifting problem, occurred when he realized his
parents were not responsive to his desires.

Graffiti was not something Earsnot picked up easily. One
could imagine the conflict vandalism can bring to an already
loveless family.
